The Service Centre has been established to serve:

•	 Citizens of the nordic countries

•	 EU/ EEA citizens

•	 People with qualifications as a skilled worker and specialists

•	 Family members and employees of the abovementioned groups of people

At the Service Centre you may:

•	 Apply for residence permit/ register yourselv in accordance to the Foreigner Law

•	 Apply for the tax deduction card and obtain a D-number for this purpose

•	 Hand in notification of immigration to the Population Register or change 	
your address inside the country

•	 Obtain information on rights and obligations as an employee in Norway

•	 Obtain information on identity cards for building and construction sites
